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	TOPIC: Acid Precipitation – Air pollutants from burning of fossil fuels can react with water in the atmosphere to form strong acids.


	CAUSE

What made this happen?

· Sulfur from burning coal and nitrogen oxides from vehicle exhaust are the pollutants responsible for acid rain
· Cars, trucks, power plants


	EFFECT

What was the outcome of this?
· Washes nutrients from the soil, which can lead to death of trees and other plants.
· Can flow into a lake or pond and lower the pH of the water
· Algae and microscopic organisms cannot survive in the acidic water, and animals that rely on these for food would also die

	SOLUTIONS:

· Using low-sulfur fuels, such as natural gas or low-sulfur coal
· Smoke stacks that remove sulfur dioxide before it enters the atmosphere

· Reducing automobile use and keeping car engines properly tuned

· Using electric cars, or hybrid-fuel cars
