	CAUSE

What made this happen?

· Pollutants that form when wood or fuels are burned
· Produced by cars, trucks, airplanes, factories, homes, or power plants

· Volcanic eruptions, wind-blown dust and sand, forest fires, and the evaporation of paints and other chemicals


	EFFECT

What was the outcome of this?
· Dark haze in air

· Air pollutants: soot, smoke, ash, and gases such as carbon dioxide, carbon monoxide, nitrogen oxides, and sulfur oxides

· Smog

· Irritates eyes

· Makes breathing difficult for people with asthma or lung disease

	SOLUTIONS:

· Can be reduced if people take buses or trains instead of driving

· Using vehicles, such as electric cars, that produce fewer pollutants than gasoline-powered vehicles
