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	TOPIC: Indoor Air Pollution


	CAUSE

What made this happen?

· Better insulation reduces air flow

· Burning cigarettes release hazardous particles and gases into the air
· Paints, carpets, glues and adhesives

· Printers and photocopy machines also give off dangerous gases, including formaldehyde.

· CO is given off by burning charcoal, natural gas, kerosene, or other fuels

· Radon is given off by some types of rock and soil and seep into basements

	EFFECT

What was the outcome of this?
· Causes cancer
· Serious illness or death
· Poison to death

· Lung cancer (Radon Effect)

	SOLUTIONS:

· Eliminating smoking indoors – laws (not allowed to smoke in public/private buildings)
· Alarms provide warning of a dangerous buildup of CO (carbon monoxide)
· Radon detector sounds alarm when levels of the gas in indoor air become too high.
· Increasing building ventilation
