Explanations

The prefix post- means "after," so the word postgraduate means "after graduation." If the person just graduated from high school, postgraduate would refer to college or trade school. If the person just graduated from college, postgraduate would refer to graduate school, such as a masters or doctoral program. 

	
2.
	
"Hyper-" is a prefix that means "excessive" or "beyond." Therefore, a "hypersensitive" person is "excessively" or "more" sensitive than other people. The author tells the reader that Dwayne is wearing a long-sleeve shirt and putting on sunscreen. This tells the reader that Dwayne is worried about getting sunburn. He is worried because he is "excessively sensitive" to sunlight. 

	
3.
	
The prefix "mono-" means "one." So, a "monorail" has "one rail." 

	
4.
	
The root word of "oceanography" is "ocean," so the reader knows that the word has something to do with oceans and seas. The suffix "-graphy" means to "write" or to "study." In this case, "-graphy" means to study. "Oceanography" is the study of oceans and seas. 

	
5.
	
The suffix -or means "a person or thing that does something." In this case, dictator means a person who dictates. 

	
6.
	
The prefix mis- means "wrongly," so the word misunderstood means "wrongly understood" or "understood badly." Arguments often result when two people do not understand each other. 

	
7.
	
The root word place means "location" or "spot." The prefix mis- means "wrong." If you put them together, you get the correct answer: to put something in the wrong place. 

	
8.
	
The suffix -able means "capable of" or "able to." Something you find believable is something you are capable of believing. 

	
9.
	
"Ultra-" is a prefix that means "beyond." Therefore, the root of the word is "modern," and the word itself means "beyond modern," or "extremely modern." 

	
10.
	
The suffix -ness means "the state, quality, or condition of something." In this case, it means "a state or condition of being rude." 

	
11.
	
The prefix dis- means "not," so the word disconnected means "not connected." When wires in electronics become disconnected, the electricity cannot travel correctly. 

	
12.
	
"Bene-" is a prefix that means "good." Therefore, "benevolence" means "goodness." Other words that use this prefix include benefactor, benefit, and beneficial. 

	
13.
	
The prefix dis- means "not." When added to the root word approve, it means to not approve. 

	
14.
	
The suffix -less means "lacking" or "without." In this case, if the crowd were lawless, they were lacking law or without law. 

	
15.
	
The prefix "ab-" means "not" or "away from," so the word "abnormal" means "away from normal." 

	
16.
	
The suffix -ment is usually added to the end of a verb to form a noun. It means a "condition resulting from an action." A disappointment is something that is a result of being disappointed.

The prefix post- means 'after." 

	
18.
	
The prefix super- means "above," so supernatural means "above or beyond what is natural." Supernatural things are those things that we do not believe exist in our normal, natural world.

The suffix -ly shows that the word is an adverb, or a word that describes a verb. So the word properly in this sentence is describing the way in which the students were dressed. The students were dressed in the proper way, or in the right way.

The suffix -tion means "the process of." Explanation is the process of explaining. 
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
